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FROM THE OFFICE

Master Gardeners (MGs) are amateur 
horticulturists. They have had classes 
taught by professors from the University 
Of Minnesota. They can usually tell you 
what disease is making your tree/shrub/
flower sick and what to do for it. If one 
isn’t in the office to answer questions, 
the secretary will hook you up with 
one. There are times when the MG 
is stumped, even though the office is 
chock full of reference books and phone 
numbers of various professors who are 
horticultural specialists. Here are a few 
of the more amusing calls.
A lady called and asked if someone 

could identify a spider. “Sure, just bring 
it in”. “I can’t do that”. “Why not?” “I just 
flushed it”.
Florida had just had severe hurricane 

damage when the office got a call from 
there. The M.G. wasn’t aware that the 
call wasn’t a local one until the caller 
asked how he could get rid of roof 
rats. She asked for his phone number 
and told him she would call him back. 
She then called a family member who 
lived in Florida and found all about 
roof rats. You don’t plant trees close to 
your house because the roof rats will 
climb up the trunk to get to your roof, 
then crawl through the roof ventilation 
and make themselves at home. There 
are specialists who deal with them in 
semi tropical climates. The M.G. called 
the gentleman back and relayed the 
message. Then she asked why he 
called Minnesota rather than the local 
Extension office. “I’m from Minnesota 
and people there are smarter than 
these locals.”
A M.G. was working at a local nursery, 

watering a batch of shrubs that had just 
been delivered. She noticed a bright 
yellow splotch on one pot and bent to
